The labour ministry is holding discussions with
the HR heads across sectors to address concerns
over the Wage Code. 1ssues will be addressed
through rules without altering the current
structure of the Codes, labour and employment
minister Bhupender Yadav told ET's Yogima
Seth Sharma and Deepshikha Sikarwar inan
interview. Edited excerpts:

There is alot of speculation on the timing of
implementation of the Labour Codes. When
are these likely to be rolled out?

The labour codes will be implemented as soon as
possible. Around 26 states have notified Rules
on Codes on Wages and all states are working on
notifying Ruleson all the four Codes. We have
partly implemented the Social Security Code but
we want to see all four together in acomprehen-
sivemanner. The government will doeverything
through consensus and inatransparent manner.

There are some differences between
employers and employees on the Code on
Wages. What is the way out?

There are nodifferences as such. Certain things
canbesorted through the Rules. These are things
of discussion and we are building up a consen-
sus. Ona monthly basis, we hold discussions
with trade union leaders and heads of the human
resource department of companies.

Will we go ahead with the present structure of
the Codes or is there a possibility of tweaks?
Codes have already been passed in Parliament.
Various states are drafting Rules on these Codes
and we are building up consensus as we go forward.

What is the government's assessment of the
recovery inthe labour market?

The government has relied on Periodic Labour
Force Survey, which shows there has been an
increase inemployment inrural areas. Inthe
organised sector, we have the payroll data of
Employees Provident Fund Organisationand
Employees State Insurance Corporation (ESIC),
whichshows there has beenanincrease in
employment. We also have the Labour Bureau's
Quarterly Employment Survey and its second
report shows an additional 0.2 million jobs have
been created and the number of registered units
have goneup. We believe indata sanctity and
have produced transparent data, which hasno
rebuttal. These data sets show a positive picture
of employment generation.

What is your assessment of unorganised
sector workers?
Thereisaneed to match job opportunities with

skill sets available in the country. We are work-
ing on this through the National Career Service
portal and the e-Shram portal going forward. In
the unorganised sector, which is 90-94% of the
country's total workforce or an estimated 38
crore, we have collected data for nearly 26 crore
unorganised workers through the e-Shram
portal and have recognised 400 occupations.
COur Labour Codes are futuristic. India is one of
the few countriesinthe world that has recog-
nised gig and platform workers inour Codes and
they have beenregistered onthee-Shram
partal. We are also addressing their concern for
social security and medical benefits and once
the Social Security Code comes in, we will ex-
pand the scope of benefits of the ESIC.

What is holding back the labour ministry
from implementing the social security
scheme for gig workers?

Allthisis being discussed. Wewanttodoitina
holistic manner and by taking every stakeholder

onboard. We want toimplement all the Codes
though consensus and discussions are on with all
stakeholders.

What is the status of the migrant workers
survey and the survey on domestic workers
being done by the Labour Bureau?

Inthe survey on domestic workers, we have met
all unions members and representatives of
domestic workers. Domestic workers are across
multiple occupations but those primarily in-
volved in household chores are a big chunk. It
has immense scope and we need to be concerned
about their social security. We are waiting for
the findings of the survey on work conditions
andsocial security of the domestic workers.

The parliamentary standing committee, had
in the past raised questions on functioning of
the ESIC hospitals run by state governments.
What is the ministry's stand on this?
Thisisanareaof ESIC. Currently, payment to
doctorsin ESIC hospitals is done by state gov-
ernments and there is adifference in wages too.
There is aneed torevise wages of our doctorsin
some of the super speciality hospitals of ESIC.
We have taken a conscious decision at the ESIC
board meeting that the wages will be paid
directly to the doctors by ESIC while they will
continue to work under the state governments,

Has the ministry done any assessment on the

impact of the pandemic on services sector?
We have seensomedip inemployment gener-
ationin hotels and hospitality butinthe IT sector
and hospitals, there has been a boom. The key
point is we need to digitally equip the workers.
We have tied up with Microsoft under Digi
Saksham project, under which we will skill,
reskill and upskill our workers. Digital literacy is
important for the workers also,

Wiil professionals get covered under EPFO?
Currently, itis not under consideration. EPFO
has a ceiling and the responsibility of a welfare
government is to help the worker at the last mile
though its schemes. Besides, those whoare
capable and can afford, have other options of
social security as well.

What are the measures being considered to
increase female labour force participation?
Female participation, female economic inde-
pendence and female social security is the focus
areaof this government. The new Wage Code
stresses on gender equality and the government
is concerned about the issue. We will decide
when there is a need forit.

Is the ministry deliberating on guidelines for
work from home, considering that it has
become a new form of work during the
pandemic and is here to stay?

While we have come out with guidelines for the
ITsector, deliberations are on for other sectors
onwork from home. We will take a view once the
Various survey reports are out.

What is the ground report of state elections?
You are responsible for Manipur...

New Delhi: India’s goods and
services tax(GST) revenues rose
18% in February to ¥1.33 lakh
crore, official data released
Tuesday showed, indicating that
the third Covid wave impact had
remained mild and not dented
economic activity,

Collections stayed above the
71.3 lakh crore mark for the fifth
time, but slipped from the record
high of ¥1.4 lakh crore recorded
in January 2022,

Experts say collections could
exceed the upwardly revised es-
timates for F'Y22 presented in the
budget on February 1 with the
economy remaining resilient.

“GST collections exceeding
Z1.33 lakh crore, despite the chal-
lenging pandemic situation in
Jan 22 indicates that the collec-
tionsarenow onastabletrajecto-
ry and the FY22 targets would be
exceeded,” M.S. Mani, Partner,
Deloitte India said.

The centre has revised the tar-
get of GST collection for the cur-
rent finanecial vear from Rs.6.3
lakhcroretoRs6.75 lakh crore,

According to Aditi Navar, chief
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economist, ICRA, central GST
revenues are likelv to exceed the
government’s FY22 revised esti-
mates by up toZ 0.3 lakh crore.

“With the robust rise in GST e
way bill generation in February
2022, we expect a sequential up-
tick in the GST revenues in the
current month,” Nayvar added.

This is the first time, cess col-
lection has crossed the Rs 10,000
crore mark, signifying recovery
in certain key sectors, especially
automobile sales, the finance
ministry said in a statement.

“Therevenues for February 2022
are 18% higher than GST reve-
nues in same month last year and
26% higher than GST revenues in
February 2020, it said.,

During the month, revenues
from import of goods are 38%
higher and the revenues from do-
mestic transactions including
import of services are12% high-
er than the revenues from these
sources during the same month
last vear, it said.

However, the growth was diver-
gent among states, GST collec-
tions rose the most over the pre-
ceding year in Odisha from 73,341
crore in February 2021 to 34,101
crore in February 2022 at 23%.
